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As an intelligence analyst for the U.S. Department of Defense, Chelsea 

Manning disclosed classified documents to WikiLeaks that revealed human 

rights abuses and corruption connected to the U.S. wars in Iraq and 

Afghanistan. She was convicted and sentenced to 35 years in a military 

prison, but released in 2017 after President Obama commuted her sentence. 

Now an advocate for government transparency, Manning will speak about 

topics including national security and democracy, artificial intelligence (AI) 

and resistance in the age of AI; activism and protest; and the intersection of 

technology and people’s lives.
